President of the United States per War Department General Order No. 3, dated
February 22, 1932; and

Armed Forces who are wounded by an instrument of war in the hands of the
enemy and posthumously to the next of kin in the name of those who were
killed in action or die from wounds received in action; and

recipients of the Purple Heart have known the meaning of sacrifice in the
preservation of the United States of America and national interests at home and
abroad; and

there are approximately 1.7 million Purple Heart recipients in our nation’s
history; and
